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Example: Hanoi launches 1st three e-bus routes

Vietnam's transport climate actions include, inter alia,
expansion of public transport systems and electric mobility.

Hanoi Plan: “6% — 20% number of buses in the city using
clean fuel (e.g. electric vehicles)”

On 2" December 2021, Hanoi has launched the first
smart electric bus line. Two more lines are starting to
operate this month, and six more in 2022.

- To deploy e-buses at national scale, GIZ Vietnam is
currently supporting the People’s Committees of Ha Noi and
Ho Chi Minh city to develop the economic—technical
norms for e-buses.
