Criteria on Research Project Proposal

(1) ATRANS will accept proposal from its members only.

(3) A submitting research proposal may present its research
technigues/methodology in theoretical approach, applied approach or
pragmatic approach. However, the proposed approach should be

realistically practical and applicable to society.
